Our success has 
grown not out of the numbers but out of the 
lives changed - like two of our students who 
became citizens of the United States this year, 
the baby shower for a student who said ‘I have 
found a safe place to learn’, the computer    
literacy class that taught a woman how to start 
her own online business selling her hand 
crafted Alaskan jewelry, or the elementary boy 
who wrote his first story and read it to his        
classmates.

We work 
hard to educate young and 
old, individuals and        
families, and folks of many 
cultures and backgrounds 
at LCA.  This is the 35th 
year of operation for the 

Literacy Council of Alaska and hundreds of 
people have labored here with the same  
poignant reality – promoting literacy is a 
mighty and worthwhile mission. 
 
THE PAST 12 MONTHS 
In addition to a passionate staff and a great 
board, 167 volunteers gave 9008 hours of time 
over the past year to promote literacy at LCA.  
We offered 1380 hours of educations services 
to LCA families.  One hundred and twenty 
adult students took classes here or received 
one-on-one tutoring with our community    
volunteers.  Fifty students participated in our 
summer tutoring program and over 400 boys 
were in the GUYS READ Program – a        
collaboration with the public library and 
school district.  Through our book recycling 
program eighteen thousand books were       
distributed free of charge to Alaskans        
demonstrating LCA’s emphasis on the benefits 
of reading.

Family Literacy Summer Time “FUN” 
 
“FUN” is the theme for Family Literacy this summer.  Our focus is to teach and help others 
reach personal and educational goals, while enhancing the lives of others and exploring our 
community. 
 
The “FUN” starts in June with students planting a flower garden at LCA.
